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Dear Potential 2010 Mobile Sailing School Host:  
 
The NSYA is thrilled to announce that we have developed a Mobile Sailing School that will 
visit communities in Cape Breton and the Highland Region in Summer 2010 in the hopes of 
getting more youth involved in the great sport of sailing! 

We are beginning the process of determining which communities / groups are interested in 
having the program visit for up to 2 weeks in June, July, and August 2010. 

Here is information about the program 

�  The program consists of a 20 foot enclosed aluminum trailer which contains a coach 
boat and 9.9 hp motor, 4 fully equipped Optimist Dinghies for participants along with all 
the required safety gear. See photos below. The hope is in 2010 to have a fleet of 6 
Optimist dinghies and one Access dinghy. 

�  Participants will be taught by Canadian Yachting Association certified instructors in the 
CYA Learn to Sail levels, Wet Feet, White Sail 1-3. 

�  Currently the program can accommodate up to 10 youth between ages 6-14. However, 
we plan on adding a couple of boats this winter including an ACCESS dinghy so the 
program is accessible to all. 

�  In 2009 the program visited the communities of Mabou, Dundee, Arichat, and St. 
Peter’s. 

�  The goal of the program is to get more youth active and to encourage host 
communities to develop their own sailing programs. 

Host Communities will be responsible for: 

�  Advertising the program within the community and handling registration 

�  Providing a suitable area to run the program. This can be a dock or beach. 

�  Submitting a report to the NSYA following the visit. 

�  Transporting the 20 foot trailer from the last community to your community.  
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�  Providing accommodations to the two instructors. This can be done through 
billeting. 

 

The NSYA has not yet set the weekly participant fee yet for the 2010 program, but predicts it 
will be in the $125.00 range. There are several possible sources of funding for this program; 
NS Health Promotion & Protection, Sport Nova Scotia, Kid Sport and others. NSYA will work 
with your community / group to help secure funding thus reducing the participants cost.  

As mentioned above we are seeing who would be interested in hosting the program.
